Objectives:

Materials: poem Bonsai tree, poster

Procedure

1. Warming up. 
There is a poster with the tree of success on the blackboard. Students suggest the celebrities they spoke about at the previous lesson as “leaves”. The names are written on leaf- shape sheets of paper of green color and students stick them to the tree. 

Teacher. 
Our tree has a bright dress of colored leaves. But it was impossible for it to grow without rains and the sun, without care and love of the gardener.

2. Reading.
Pre- reading  tasks:

Teacher. How many trees have you planted in your life?

How did you take care of them?
Pupil 1. I have planted two trees in my garden.

Pupil 2. I watered trees every day and whitewashed them in spring.

Teacher. Now let’s listen to the poem.

5. Group Work. Students discuss what is necessary for a person if he wants to succeed and write words on the cards:  hard work, self- discipline, ambition, family support, environment, determination, talent, persistence, will-power, luck, psychological abilities, confidence, and stick them on the poster as the roots of success.
