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Doing Chores
Objective: by the end of the lesson the students will be able:
· to understand the text on the topic and write about householding duties;
· to speak in pairs and groups on the topic using the Present Perfect  and the Present Perfect  Continuous Tense;
· to display their  Posters  about meal and comment on them.
Materials: B.B. HO (pictures, cards), O.Karpyuk textbook WB 

Procedure

I. Warming up. 
Today we’ll go on speaking  about doing chores. You’ll revise and use in speaking and writing vocabulary on the topic, the Present Perfect  Continuous Tense, display and comment your posters about your meat.
Answer my questions:
- Have you got a householding duty? What is it?
-  What householding duties do other members of your family have?
- Do you like washing up?
- Do you do shopping?  What do you usually buy?  

- Who cooks in your family?

- Do you help Mum in cooking?

- What can you cook yourself? Etc.
