PROCEDURE OF THE LESSON

I. Warm up.

Teacher: “The Bible says,” Honor the father and the mother. It is one of the Ten Commandments. In the family mothers and fathers help their children in many ways, long before the children understand about it and say “Thank you”. Though parents make mistakes, children should understand that the parents are wiser and they know what is the best for their children.

At today’s lesson we are going to discuss the problems of the parents and their children. And the first task is to explain the meaning of the famous words by George Santayana “The family is one of nature’s masterpieces.” (Pupils’ answers.)
