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CHARITY EVENTS
(Level A1elementary)
Objectives:

· to teach students how to distinguish between going to, expressing a future intention or plan, and will, expressing a decision made at the moment of speaking;
· to develop students’ imagination, creative abilities;

· to develop the skills of pair and group work. 

Vocabulary: across, event, sack, ankle, sponsored, back to back, contestant, respond, burst, pastime.
Materials:

A programme for a school sports day or a charity event (if available).

PROCEDURE

I.   Warming-up
· Refer to the students’ last sports day and ask, Did you enjoy it? What kinds of events were there? (explain the word events.) What is going to happen this year?
· Explain that young people in Britain sometimes organize sports days or sponsored events to collect money for charity (explain the word charity).
II. Listening      

         Say that  Nick and Helen are going to  organize their own event. Play the tape                    while they read and listen.
        Helen  Nick, what are your plans how to organize a charity event?

        Nick   We’re going to have a Fun Olympics at school.

       Helen  What are you going to do?

       Nick    We’re going to have silly events.

      Helen  Such as?

         Nick    I’ll read from our list. For example, we’re going to have a slow bicycle      race, the last one across the line is the winner. And we are going to have a grape throwing competition.

        Helen  Have you got catching balloons filled with water?
        Nick   No, we haven’t. But that’s a good idea. We’ll do that.

                FUN OLYMPIC EVENTS

· Slow bicycle race

· Grape throwing

· Sack race
· Guess the weight

· Fathers’ race

III. Grammar 
      Ask What events have they planned? What events are they going to 
                     have? Ask students to underline each example of going to. Then tell students to read the dialogue again and underline each example of will. Ask if they can say why will is used in some sentences and going to in others.
  Explain the students the rule that we use going to for a future intention, plan or decision which we have thought about before the moment of speaking:
          We’re going to have a fun Olympics  .(It’s decided.)

We use will for a decision which is often made at the moment of speaking:

That’s a good idea. We’ll do that. (Because you have just suggested it.)

Ask students What are you going to do this evening? Learn them choose going to or will , depending on whether or not they have already made their plans.

IV. Practice  
Ask students if they know or can guess what a balloon race , an ankle race and a back-to-back race are. Give them the instructions and explain any vocabulary they may not know:

A BALLOON RACE : Contestants race with a balloon between their knees. They           mustn’t burst the balloon. 

AN ANKLE RACE: Contestants race with a hand on each ankle. They mustn’t let go or they start again!
A BACK-TO-BACK RACE: Pairs turn back to back and join arms. Both contestants must cross the line together.

 Tell the students to imagine that they are suggesting Nick some of these events to the Fun Olympics events.
EXAMPLE    A  Why don’t you have a balloon race?

                       B  What’s a balloon race?

                       A  Well,  contestants race with a balloon between their knees. They             mustn’t burst the balloon.

                       B   That’s a good idea. We’ll do that.
  Divide students into pairs and tell them to take a role each, A and B, and practice

the sample dialogue. Walk round listening and checking pronunciation, then tell

students to reverse roles.

  Repeat the procedure for other two races, then invite several pairs to act out their dialogues for the rest of the class.

V. Speaking 

  With students in groups of three or four, tell them to plan a charity event and follow the points:  

1) what the event will be (a sponsored disco, a Fun Olympics, etc);

2) where you will hold it;

3) what events you will have;

4) the date and time.

As they discuss ideas, encourage them to use will correctly. Walk round, helping. At the end , invite students from each group in turn to tell the rest of the class what they are going to do.
VI. Homework.  Mini-project.
Tell each student to design a poster at home and bring it to the next lesson. Posters should be colourful, interesting and they should mention the kind of event, place, individual events, date and time. On the next lesson , display all the posters on the class board or the walls, and give all the students a chance to look at them.
